The deadline for applying for a workshop is 27.11.2022 at 22:00
Amsterdam Time. We will be selecting at least 7 workshops.

EuroClio will review the applications and prepare a shortlist of
applicants on 29 November, and plan a series of follow-up
conversations with the shortlisted applicants and members of the
EuroClio Board in the first 2 weeks of December. These conversations
will focus on the approach used in the workshop and on the interactive
element.

We will then select the workshops for the 29th Annual Conference by the
December 23rd.

Selected applicants will then be contacted and will receive information
on how to proceed for the registration to the conference. Any delay in
the selection will be communicated via email to all applicants.

If necessary, a second call for workshops will be open in early 2023.
